· Communicate with Director of Public Relations, Board of Directors – Marketing, and Volunteer Coordinator to make sure proper communication has been sent to announce fundraising event (i.e. invitations and email blast campaigns)
· Maintain donor list for fundraising event so that proper accolades can be announced at event, in the press release, on event brochure and in thank you notes sent after event.
· Communicate with Volunteer Coordinator the list of duties that need to be assigned to CABO Fundraising volunteers (i.e. check in for event, distribution of raffle tickets, auctioneer, centerpieces, Silent Auction item assembly, DJ (if used at event) check out award recipients after purchasing items on CVOC website)
· Maintain and research major donor lists
· Work with Volunteer Coordinator to send out quarterly communication to CABO database requesting donations or volunteer time (Please make sure communication has been reviewed by Board of Directors before sending to the lists)
· Send out potential donor communication on a quarterly basis – this includes request for donations and or an update to the potential donor on the organization and outreach programs CABO has participated in /Scholarship dollar amount awarded to recipients (Formal letter).
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
